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West Yorkshire local rail services between Leeds / Wakefield
and Knottingley are operated by Northern on behalf of
Metro.

Additional trains run between Leeds and Castleford (see
Hallam Line timetable). Northern services between Sheffield
and York via Pontefract Baghill (Dearne Valley Line) are also
shown in this timetable. New open-access operator Grand
Central Railway operates some trains between Wakefield
Kirkgate, Pontefract Monkhill and Doncaster / London.

Some trains between Knottingley and Goole cannot be fully
accommodated in the platforms at Whitley Bridge, Hensall,
Snaith and Rawcliffe. Access to and from the train will be
through a single door only. Passengers wishing to board or
alight at these stations should follow the instructions of the
conductor.

When boarding at unstaffed
stations, you must buy your ticket on the train unless you
already have a valid ticket or pass.

Buying your ticket

You can buy your ticket from station ticket offices, quickfare
ticket machines and some travel agents. If your journey
starts at a station where no staff are in attendance, you

can buy your ticket from the conductor on the train. Please
purchase a ticket for the journey you are making as you risk
prosecution if you travel without a valid ticket or pass.
Through ticketing is available from the National Rail
network to the Keighley & Worth Valley Railway, and to
Leeds Bradford International Airport using the 757 bus link
from and to Leeds station.

Plusbus

You can buy a ticket for both your rail journey and bus
travel in one simple go - it's called Plusbus.

Plusbus is a discount price bus pass that you buy with your
train ticket. It gives you unlimited bus travel either at the
start, the end, or both ends of your train travel on most
local bus services where Plusbus is available.
